


19. Carry on down your list until you've called everyone on it.

20. Now send out packages to every past giver from the list you made in step 6 above.

21.  Ifatleasta couple of days have passed then start calling the business people you know
that you sent requests to and follow up on your request. Simply ask if they received your
letter and if they say yes, ask them “May | count on you for assistance?” Get the answer
and if so, pick up a check.

22.  Once enough time has passed for the people in step 4 to have received their requests
then start calling them as well.

Do the same with each list you made, ensuring that everyone who received a package
gets a visit or a call.

23.  Once you've got your requests out look around your area for small businesses that can be
given requests for donations of either small amounts of money or perhaps goods that you
heed to open your center. Do a similar package for them using the information from
step5,6 &7

24. Mail or take those requests to those local businesses.

25.  After a couple of days start following up on those by phone or in person as well.

26. Start telling everyone you know or run into what you are doing and why. Give them facts
about results and tell them about the state of education. Tell them that you are raising
funds to kick your center off and get your Trainer trained and ask them who they
might know that you could make a request to. You will be surprised how many people
are concerned about education and want to help. Get names and addresses from them
and repeat steps 5 - 8.

27 Be sure to follow up on every single person you have sent a request to and call them
or stop to see them until you get an answer or a check. Use the success stories and
endorsements provided to you or get more from your Applied Scholastics Representative
as you heed them.

28. Send out an announcement to parents and ask for leads to potential sponsors and

tutors. Get hames and repeat steps 5 - 8 with each person you are given.

29. Follow up with each new lead as you send out packages.

30.  Once you have reached your fundraising goal, set a new goal for sponsoring students and
start over with step one but orient your letters and conversations towards tutoring
students through the program.
